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Faith Focus of the Week:   
Private and Public Reading of Scripture 
 

You may have heard that people are reading less than they used to. A recent 
study showed a 40% drop in daily reading over the last couple decades. As we 
continue to move toward a more digital culture, this trend will probably 
continue. This creates obvious challenges for engagement with the Bible. If 
we don’t read in general, we’re likely paying less attention to the most special 
of books too—and Christians do best when they’re more engaged with the 
Scriptures. Thankfully, we have many resources and ways to engage with the 
Bible. If your Bible reading habits have slipped, perhaps it’s time to start up a 
new reading plan, download an app to read or listen to the Bible, or just pick 
up where you last left off. For a one-time jump start, come to worship tonight 
to hear the whole book of Philippians read by fellow church members.
